Dr. John Yeung Hin Chung

Dr. Yeung began his career in the World-wide Shipping Co., Ltd., a company which was founded by the world renowned shipping magnet, the late Sir. Y K Pao.  He later joined the Immigration Department in 1967 and in 22 years won 10 promotions, rising from the rank of Sub-Inspector to Deputy Director of Immigration in 1989.



Dr. Yeung took early retirement from the Government in 1995 to become the CEO of the Shun Hing Group.  The Group is one of the largest unlisted companies in Hong Kong.  It has been the exclusive agent for National/Panasonic since 1953, as well as numerous other famous brands such as JVC and KDK.



In August 2001, Dr. Yeung was head-hunted by a listed company, the Cross-Harbour (Holdings) Ltd. to become its Managing Director.  The Company deals mainly in transport infrastructure and transport related businesses.  By virtue of its shareholding, Dr. Yeung is also the Managing Director of the Western Harbour Tunnel Co., Ltd., the Hong Kong Tunnels & Highways Management Co., Ltd. (the Management Company for the Hunghom Tunnel), Chairman of the Hong Kong School Motoring, Chairman of Autotoll Ltd. and Chairman of the Autopass Co., Ltd.  He performs an executive role in these companies and is Chairman/member of their respective Executive Committees.



Dr. Yeung holds a Doctor’s degree in Management and Fellowships in the Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport, British Institute of Management, and the Hong Kong Institute of Directors.  He has much experience in management practices both in the public and private sectors at a very senior level.  He also holds directorship in a number of other companies in Hong Kong.



 Dr. Yeung is active in community services.  He has been a member of the Electronics Industry Training Board of the Vocational Training Council, the Hospital Governing Committee of the Duchess of Kent Hospital, the Civil Court Users’ Committee and the Barristers’ Disciplinary Tribunal.  He is currently Chairman of the Traffic Accident Victims Assistance (TAVA) Advisory Committee and Member of the Municipal Services Appeals Board, and the Lotteries Funds Advisory Committee.  He was also appointed a Council Member of the Hong Kong Repertory Theatre upon its corporatisation in April 2001.



Dr. Yeung was decorated by the Queen of England in 1994 with an O B E.  He was appointed a Justice of the Peace by the HKSAR Government in 2000. In 2003, he was appointed a Member of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Committee of Guangzhou.
